Course work may include accounting, finance, ethics, business law, computer applications, financial 
planning, insurance, marketing, real estate, selling, and taxation. Related skills are developed through 
the study of communications, computer applications, financial analysis, critical thinking skills, and 
ethics. 
Graduates should qualify for entry-level accounting and finance positions in many types of 
organizations including accounting firms, small businesses, manufacturing firms, banks, hospitals, 
school systems, and governmental agencies.

• financial analysis

Occupational Outlook 
According to the U.S. Department of Labor's Occupational Outlook Handbook, “employment of 
accountants and auditors is expected to grow 16 percent from 2010 to 2020, about as fast as the 
average for all occupations. Demand for thorough financial documentation is expected to increase in 
response to recent financial crises and subsequent financial regulations."
