In addition, 1200 clock hours and practical skills,
required by the State Board of Cosmetic Arts, must
be completed.

Upon passing the State Board licensing exam,
students completing the certificate program are
licensed as apprentices and must complete an
additional 1040 clock-hours, working under the
direct supervision of a licensed cosmetologist.
