For students who have the opportunity to become involved in a highly recognized collegiate
program (2nd highest performance in the state during its inaugural year!)

. For parents whose children can earn an associate’s degree faster and at no cost; tuition is
waived.

. For the Caldwell County School System in relieving the pressure of high enrollment

school (at $35-50 million) because the college already has the property: it is centralized; it is open.

“Here at last!” commented Herb Greene, Chair, Caldwell County Commissioners. “As we dedicated the
Appalachian State University Center (of the Faye A. Broyhill Building) and open this new facility today, |
can honestly say this is one issue where we, as commissioners, never wondered what to do. We all
benefit from it,” he said.

Dottie Darsy, Chair, Caldwell County Board of Education, concluded the day’s remarks. “In Caldwell
County, we're not afraid to dream, to think outside the box or to collaborate in ways that will open doors
for our students. This facility will create a great learning environment for both students and teachers who
have taken a new path to education and already demonstrate a commitment to excellence. We look
forward to many classes to pass through these doors. “

CCC&TI Hosts State Board of Community Colleges; New
NCCCS President Visits CCC&TI

The State Board of Community Colleges recently held its annual retreat in Boone, hosted by Caldwell
Community College and Technical Institute. New NC Community College System President Scott Ralls
visited the college prior to meeting CCC&TI Board of Trustees on July 16. Ralls, who took office May 1, is
the seventh president of the state system, the third largest in the nation.

Prior to the board meeting, Ralls toured CCC&TI'’s
Caldwell Campus. “CCC&TI is clearly a forerunner in

efforts to provide a seamless education, and community
colleges are the ‘seam,” he said. “This is one place in the
state where we see it all come together, and it is strong
partnerships from high schools to universities that make
it work.”

CCC&TI President Ken Boham presented an overview of
the college and its accomplishments to State Board
leaders and System Office staff in Boone at the Watauga
Campus on Thursday. Guests toured the site for the new
Occupational Training Center to be completed in spring
2009. The 14,000-square foot facility will house nursing
and construction trades in addition to expanding

general course offerings.

Boham elaborated on major accomplishments, such as
CCC&TI's record enrollment, partnerships with the
public school system and Appalachian State University
and program highlights. Sandra Phillips, Executive
Director of CCC&TI Watauga, gave details about the
growth of the campus in Boone, from enrollment, which
represents over one third of the institution’s students, to

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expansion of facilities since the new facility off Highway 105 Bypass opened ten years ago.

CCCA&TI hosted dinner for the board at the Dan’l Boone Inn. Special guests included ASU Chancellor Ken
Peacock, new Watauga County School Superintendent Marty Hemric, and Boone Mayor Loretta Clawson.

The State Board held its official meeting at CCC&TI's Watauga Campus on Friday.

Since 1981, the Board is responsible for carrying out the policies, regulations and standards necessary for
administering and operating the state’s 58 community colleges. Its 21 members are appointed by the
Governor, the State House of Representatives and the Senate, in addition to ex officio members, which
include the Lieutenant Governor, State Treasurer and President of the NC Community College Student
Government Association.

During his visit, Dr. Ralls took a minute to chat about his first few months on the job. “In our 50-year
history, there has never been a more important time for community colleges,” said Ralls. “It is a unique
time for us in looking at the restraints of the economy, international competition, the retirement of baby-
boomers and challenges of high school dropouts.”

“Community colleges are where it all comes together,” Ralls added. “We need to tell our story and
develop new ways to lead the future. It's not just about community colleges. It's how we all work
together from public schools and universities to business and industry. The most important word in our

name is ‘community.

J.E. Broyhill Civic Center to Host Popular Christian Artist
“Big Daddy Weave.”

Caldwell Community College and Technical Institute’s J.E. Broyhill Civic Center has added another
exciting concert to its already full season of entertainment for 2008-2009. The Civic Center will host
Christian artists Big Daddy Weave and the “What Life Would Be Like” Tour on Sunday, October 19 at 7
pm. Tickets for the show, which also includes artists “Rush Of Fools” and Jason Gray, will go on sale
September 2.

Big Daddy Weave, a Christian rock band composed of Mike
Weaver (lead singer), Jay Weaver, Jeremy Redmon, Jeff
Jones and Joe Shirk, got its start when the band members
met while in college at the University of Mobile. Mike
Weaver had been serving as worship leader of a Pensacola,
Florida church and attending community college in the
area. He came to the university at the urging of his pastor,

and studied voice.

From that chance meeting, the group set out to make its mark on the Christian music scene with much
success. With a solid debut "signaling the arrival of a major new talent" (Billboard), their first album,
“One And Only,” hit the Christian Soundscan Charts at no. 5, making it the highest debut for a new artist
in 2002.

Their first single, "In Christ," quickly proved its connection with listeners by becoming the highest
charting AC single for a new artist that year as well. Combined with other top radio hits and extensive
touring throughout 2003 with Rebecca St. James, Big Daddy Weave quickly established themselves as
one of Christian music's favorite new artists, helping them to garner the esteemed New Artist of the Year
Dove nomination. From there, the band produced a string of hit songs like “Audience of One,” “Fields of
Grace,” “Word of God Speak,” “You're Worthy Of My Praise,” "Without You,” and “Let It Rise” just to
name a few.

With the fifth album of their decade long career, Big Daddy Weave entered the studio with a singular
mission — to create a collection of songs that might somehow communicate the word placed on their
hearts to the hearts of those who hear it. It might have been easier to simply try to recreate the success of
their previous hit songs, such as “Every Time | Breathe” or “Audience of One.” Instead, the band set out
